What can we learn from first-hand accounts about the slave trade?
What does the abolition of slavery tell us about changes in society at the time?
What caused the end of the British Empire? What was the impact at the time?

Key questions:

Focus: Healthy Habits

Key questions: How can drugs common to everyday life affect health?

How drugs common to everyday life (alcohol, medication, nicotine, caffeine) can affect health and wellbeing. How laws surround the use of drugs to keep us safe. How vaccines are used to keep us safe.
	PSHE 2

Focus: Relationships and Health 

Key questions: How does puberty and growing up affect us and those around us?

About human reproduction and how their body will change as they approach and move through puberty, including menstruation and menstrual wellbeing, erections and wet dreams
How their body will, and their emotions may, change as they approach and move through puberty.
To recognise what constitutes a positive, healthy relationship and develop the skills to form and maintain positive and healthy relationship

Key questions:

Key questions:
How many different genres of music can you name/describe? Can you compare and contrast the similarities/differences between (2 genres/eras of music e.g. disco and hip-hop)?
Vocabulary:

Focus: Living things and their habitats - animals including humans.

Describes the changes as humans develop to old age.

Key questions:
Name, locate and describe the functions of the main parts of plants, including those involved in reproduction.
Describe and compare different reproductive processes.
Describe and compare life cycles in animals.
